and pedestrian features, 

such as bus shelters and 

benches.  

Although there will be 

some inconvenience to 

merchants and motorists 

during the project, the 

road widening is critical in 

order to relieve some of 

the congestion that has 

resulted since the recent 

surge in development 

along the Barnes 

Boulevard corridor and 

nearby areas of Viera and 

Rockledge. 

Stay tuned for updates... 

After several delays and 

impediments, it is 

anticipated that Brevard 

County’s widening of 

Barnes Boulevard will 

commence in early 2014. 

If that is indeed the case, 

construction is expected 

to last approximately 18 

months, which would 

slate completion for 

summer 2015. 

Currently, these are the 

best available estimates 

from the Brevard County 

Public Works 

Department. However, a 

myriad of obstacles, 

including anything from 

weather to design 

modifications to delayed 

court dates for property 

acquisition, could 

continue to hinder the 

project’s start date.   

Once underway, however, 

the Rockledge 

Community 

Redevelopment Agency 

intends to make a 

significant contribution to 

secure a number of 

streetscape elements that 

will be incorporated into 

the overall endeavor.  

Such amenities could 

include enhanced 

landscaping, gateway 
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The Rockledge 

Recreation, Open-space 

and Conservation (ROC) 

Foundation and the City 

have agreed to 

collaborate in the 

installation of a new dog 

park at Robert A. 

Anderson Stormwater 

Park on Pluckebaum 

Road. Both organizations 

agree there is a need for a 

dog park to serve as a 

destination for dogs, and 

their owners, to exercise 

and socialize.

Building Permits 
Spring is on its way, and many citizens of Rockledge 

are planning home improvement projects. With that 

in mind, the Rockledge Building Division would like 

to remind everyone that, before these projects are 

started, it is a good idea to check with the Building 

Division to ensure that the plans for these 

improvements will meet the requirements for the 

City of Rockledge Code, as well as the Florida 

Building Code. 
 

In addition, please be aware that the following 

projects require a building permit: 
 

§ Replacing or adding a fence 

§ Re-roofing a home 

§ Building or replacing a 

shed or carport 

§ Pouring a driveway 

§ Making a sewer repair 

§ Replacing heating or air 

conditioning 

§ Adding or replacing a 

gas water heater 

§ Making an electrical upgrade 

§ Any structural, electrical, HVAC, plumbing, or 

gas addition or repair

Garage Sale Information 

With the nice weather coming this way, many 

residents may have questions with regard to the 

regulations that apply when planning a garage sale. 

Garage sales are permitted in the City of Rockledge, 

and the most important requirements follow: 
 

§ No more than four garage sales per year, per 

residence, and not more than one in any 30-day 

period 

§ No balloons, flags, pennants, or signs are 

permitted on vehicles 

§ Signs are limited to two (three square feet in 

surface area), not more than three feet off the 

ground 

§ Garage sales are limited to no more than three 

consecutive days, and all signage must be 

removed by 6 p.m. on the final day 

§ No signage is permitted in the road rights-of-

way of Fiske Boulevard, Barton Boulevard, U.S. 

1, Eyster Boulevard, Barnes Boulevard, Florida 

Avenue, or Murrell Road 

§ Signs should not be posted on trees, utility 

poles, street signs, public signage, or other 

existing signs and should not be placed at a 

corner lot to interfere with vehicle operator 

visibility

Authorized by Chapter 163, Part III, Florida Statutes, a community redevelopment agency is created to guide 

redevelopment activities that are designed to return properties to their highest and best use and to improve 

the economic vitality of a specially designated area, rendering it more appealing for private-sector investment. 

When properly administered,  the general purpose of a redevelopment agency is to preserve and enhance the 

district’s tax base through redevelopment endeavors and the establishment of public-private partnerships. 

Simply, the Rockledge Community Redevelopment Agency seeks to advance revitalization in the 

Redevelopment District through stimulating economic growth, promoting private-sector development 

opportunities and maintaining a safe and prosperous community. 
 

Community Relations & Economic Development 

Essentially, the Rockledge Community Redevelopment Agency is intrinsically involved with performing two 

basic functions— fostering positive community relations and pursuing economic development opportunities.  

When the two activities can be combined, it results in a 

synergy that is constructive for businesses and enjoyable 

for residents. 
 

One example of this is the Agency’s support of two 

recent Food Truck Bazaar events. In an effort to promote 

the Redevelopment District’s retail centers, the Agency 

hosted Central Florida’s “The Food Truck Bazaar” at 

Barton Commons Shopping Center and Three Meadows 

Plaza in December 2012 and January 2013, respectively. 

The turnout was remarkable, and both centers were 

pleased with the exposure they were able to capture. 

 

The Agency is also pleased to offer its assistance to 

businesses that locate or relocate within the 

Redevelopment District and that are desirous of 

garnering publicity.  As such, the Agency often 

coordinates grand opening and ribbon cutting events for 

new businesses, or existing businesses that are seeking to 

reinvent themselves or that have been subject to a 

change in management.   
 

Further, Agency staff assists the business community by 

advertising special events through the 

chooserockledge.com Web site and via Facebook; 

collaborating on special events when requested; and  

administering the Rockledge Buy Local program. (contd.)

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Infrastructure Improvement Projects (from page 6) 

When private-sector developers become aware that a City is willing to invest in 

improving its infrastructure, it sends a clear and consistent message that the 

City is a viable and dependable partner that is interested in long-term planning 

and future development. One such recent infrastructure project was a drainage 

enhancement initiative on Cedar Street, from Pennsylvania Avenue to Eyster 

Boulevard, in the area known as the Cocoa-Rockledge Land Company. The   

two-phase project was completed in a little less than one year, and future 

drainage projects are being considered for this area. 
 

Façade Improvement Grant Program 

Façade improvement grant programs are an integral part of the activities of many community redevelopment 

agencies because they help to revitalize and bring new life, as well as new investment, into these 

communities. Façade improvements and enhancements assist in increasing the aesthetic nature of the area 

and also serve as an important aspect in attracting additional private-sector development. 
 

In Rockledge, the Community Redevelopment Agency administers the Façade Improvement Grant Program, 

which provides matching grant funding in an amount up to $10,000.00. Funding awarded to eligible applicants 

through the program can be utilized to refurbish the exteriors of a property that are visible to pedestrian 

and motor vehicle traffic. Improvements that qualify for grant funding can include landscaping, signage, 

installation of artificial rooflines, decorative lighting, fencing, and enhancements to pavement and parking lots 

(when combined with other beautification elements). Both commercial and residential properties are eligible 

for grant funding if located within the 

Redevelopment District. Contact

just more than one year, the facility 

was converted from a structure 

that served one single purpose to 

one that now accommodates a 

variety of functions.  
 

During the construction process, 

City staff worked diligently to 

obtain tenants for the facility, 

which now houses nonprofit 

organizations, such as LEAD 

Brevard and Grandparents Raising 

Grandchildren. The Central 

Brevard Art Association occupies 

the facility’s annex.  
 

In addition, the new Community 

Resource Center will be in service 

in the near future. The Resource 

Center will offer residents a place 

to view books and other resource 

The City of Rockledge was 

fortunate to recently complete 

construction of a brand new, state-

of-the-art police station, located 

just to the south of the former 

police station.  
 

In late 2011, a dedication/ribbon-

cutting ceremony was held to 

commemorate the opening of the 

new Rockledge Police Department, 

which is located at 1776 Jack Oates 

Boulevard. Both the current and 

former police stations are located 

within the Community 

Redevelopment District. 
 

In conformance with the objectives 

of the Rockledge Community 

Redevelopment Plan, the former 

police station, 123 Barton 

Boulevard, was recently 

transformed into a Community 

materials and will also provide 

access to computers. Meeting 

space for small groups will be 

available as 

well. A $5,000 

donation from 

Brighthouse 

Networks has 

been 

beneficial in 

completion of 

the Center. 
 

In mid- to late-March, Community 

Redevelopment Agency staff will 

vacate their current location at 888 

Cardinal Avenue, a property 

acquired by the Redevelopment 

Agency in 2010, and move into the 

former police station. It is 

anticipated that the facility will be 

fully occupied and operational by 

April 1, 2013.
